8 hours for the full route between St. Moritz and Zermatt. A shorter 
journey between Chur and Brig is around 4½ hours.

On board the Glacier Express
The huge panoramic windows extend into the roof so that you can 
gaze upon the highest peaks as you travel. All carriages were all 
refurbished in 2021 – they are air conditioned and offer comfortable 
seating. 1st class carriages have fewer passengers and seats which 
are slightly bigger.

The full journey starts in Chur and features 55 tunnels and 196 bridges.

After St. Moritz, 
there are views of the Morteratsch Glacier and Bernina Diavolezza, 
and you climb to the highest point on the line: 2,253m. The train 
pauses at Alp Grüm where you can take photos of the beautiful alpine 
views. A meandering descent features the Lago di Poschiavo and the 
Brusio viaduct with its 360-degree curve – necessary to overcome the 
difference in altitude. You’ll cross the Italian border and arrive in Tirano, 
a small town with welcoming restaurants for lunch. If you are travelling 
onwards to Lugano, the comfortable Bernina Bus takes you through the 
Italian countryside - past vineyards and picturesque little villages – and 
along Lake Como before you cross back into Switzerland.

Bernina Express as part of a multi centre holiday
The Bernina Express train and coach journey takes you on the slow, 
scenic route through the Alps via Italy. It can be used to connect Chur 
with Lugano (9 hours) or St. Moritz/Pontresina with Lugano (7 hours) 
and offers comfortable travel with glorious views.

The new 57km Gotthard Base Tunnel whisks you from Lucerne to 
Lugano under 2 hours. However, we love the historic - and far more 
scenic - way of travelling between these two resorts! You’ll depart 
Lucerne for almost 3 hours of scenic cruising on the 1st class upper 
deck of an elegant motor boat or restored paddle steamer. This is 
one of Switzerland’s most beautiful lakes with a shoreline dotted with 
idyllic villages; the cruise also passes by the historic Rütli meadow, 
birthplace of the Swiss Confederation in 1291. At Flüelen, you transfer 
to 1st class panoramic coaches of the Gotthard railway and travel 
onwards towards the original 15km alpine tunnel which dates from 
1882. The looping track also gives amazing views of the landscape, 
including views from three different angles of the Wassen Church. 
You’ll continue down through the picturesque Ticino region to 
Lugano.

On board the Gotthard Panorama Express
The boats on Lake Lucerne are a joy, particularly in 1st class which is 
located on the top deck. Here you will have room to relax and enjoy 
the stunning lake views as you sip a coffee or a cold beer.

Lugano and the Ticino region lie south of the Alps and have the 
warmest climate in Switzerland. You can therefore enjoy pleasantly 
mild weather even in spring and autumn.

Availability on the Glacier and Bernina Express can be difficult during 
the peak times of mid June – late September, so we would urge you to 
book early if you would particularly like to travel during those weeks.

The itineraries in this brochure indicate when they are 
available through the year.

Towns and lakeside resorts such as Interlaken, Montreux, Lucerne, 
Lugano, Brig and Chur are available year round. They have plenty of 
attractions in town and there are enjoyable excursions on the lake and in 
the mountains no matter what the season. 

Alpine villages such as Wengen and Zermatt have two distinct seasons. 
December-April is the winter sports season but you can visit as a non-skier 
and still enjoy the fantastic scenery, winter walks and cosy hot chocolates! 
Spring doesn’t really arrive in the mountains until late May and in higher 
altitude resorts such as St. Moritz the full service of cable cars may not 
start operating until late June. The season generally goes through to mid 
October, perfect for the enjoying the autumnal scenery.
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Scenic day trip recommendations

Brand new for 2025 is the superb day cruise ‘Legends of Lake Lucerne’. This exclusive 
cruise is like no other on the lake as the restored paddle steamer MS Gallia has been 
commissioned for VIP service daily throughout the summer. With only 65 passengers on 
board and a fine lunch included, this is an unforgettable way to experience the sparkling 
water of Lake Lucerne, the view of scenic villages which line the water, and the stunning 
Alps rising to the heavens. 

You will be welcomed on board at Lucerne’s boat station and immediately be struck 
by the nostalgia of the Gallia steamship. Built in 1913, the Gallia is the fastest steamer 
in Europe thanks to her two-cylinder steam engine and a sleek hull design. Take a stroll 
around to discover the ornate dining salon with its Belle Epoque style and the open upper 
deck with sun awning. 

Your four hour cruise takes you almost the full length of the lake from Lucerne to Rütli 
– birthplace of the Swiss confederation - and back again, with magnificent views of the 
mountains.

As well as serving your lunch, 
the crew and the Captain are on hand to answer your questions about the history and 
operation of the ship and to give you an insight to the glorious landscape and the legends 
of Lake Lucerne. This is the heartland of Switzerland – where neighbouring cantons came 
together to form the genesis of a new country in 1215, and where the events of the 
William Tell legend took place. 

As you glide over the still waters on your way back to Lucerne, enjoy perfect relaxation 
with the translucent lake, the picturesque scenery and the mighty peaks combining to 
enchant you on this most memorable experience.
